	strategy statement

	Following lockdown from 23.03.20 – 20.07.20 there was a collective understanding that all schools in England would need to address learning gaps on reopening in September 2020. Having completed formative and diagnostic assessments, the area of greatest need across the school is in reading and specifically in inference skills. Some children also have specific learning gaps that are best addressed through targeted support. The Education Endowment Foundation (EEF) have published EEF Covid-19 resources and guidance on catchup approaches which the school has used to ensure a high quality, evidence based programme of support.
Intent:

· All learners make at least expected progress in reading, writing and maths from their attainment at baseline or the end of the previous Key Stage and where attainment is less than ARE that the gap towards ARE is narrowing and where learners consistently attain ARE or GD this is bettered or maintained.
· All children in EYFS have language skills that are at least expected for their age and where they are not, that the gap is closing.
Implementation:

· One to one and small group tuition for specific groups of children
· Additional teaching assistant support time in class in order to allow teachers to deliver catch up to specific groups

· Training in the teaching of inference skills for teachers  
· NELI programme implemented effectively

Intended Impact:

· Assessment data shows that all learners have made at least expected progress in reading, writing and maths from their attainment at baseline or the end of the previous Key Stage and where attainment was less than ARE that the gap towards ARE is narrowing and where learners consistently attain ARE or GD this is bettered or maintained.
· Assessment data shows that all EYFS on NELI programme have made 9 mths progress in 6 mths.
